Spooky Celebrations and Torch-lit Tours for Illuminating York Festival
The 2011 Illuminating York Festival is preparing its largest ever supporting programme to accompany Envisions, the central artwork projected onto the Castle Museum.  Many of the City’s ancient buildings are taking part in some way, and to celebrate York’s status as the most haunted city in Europe there are torch-lit tours, ghost walks and spooky stories, not to mention late night openings and some fantastic offers on food and drink to make a night of it.

Torch-lit tours this year include last year’s sell-out success at the Castle Museum.  Based in the old York prison where such famous characters as Dick Turpin spent their last hours, this spooky tour is a perfect evening out, tickets cost £10 per person and as there are limited places pre-booking is essential.

Other tours include such iconic buildings as Barley Hall, Fairfax House, the Merchant Adventurers Hall and the Merchant Taylors Hall, while York Mansion House will unlock some of the murky secrets of York’s grandest residence with a spooky candlelit tour (warm clothing and sturdy footwear recommended!) and a twilight trip up York Minster’s Tower will definitely show the city in a whole new light.

There are several tours and walks of the city this year as well from Nordic Walks to Viking walks to a Ghost Trail and a Horror Tour.  Other businesses in the city are joining in the celebrations with meal deals and offers through-out the city including the Jaipur Spice, the National Trust Treasurer’s Tea-room and Kennedy’s Bar and Restaurant.
Gillian Cruddas, Chief Executive of Visit York today said ‘We are delighted that the celebrations for this nationally acclaimed festival are city-wide.  Illuminating York will celebrate the city’s rich heritage and past in a cutting edge way and the superb programme of supporting events will create a wonderful atmosphere for residents and visitors alike.’

Supported by the City of York Council, Visit York, Arts Council England and Welcome to Yorkshire, this year’s festival will celebrate York’s rich heritage using cutting edge technology and once again challenge visitors to see York in a different light. Illuminating York runs from 26 – 29 October from 6.30pm – 9pm.  Central artwork Envisions is projected onto the Castle Museum while Contours by Karen Monid is in the Deans Park behind the Minster.  Both central pieces are free and run continually from 6.30pm – 10pm.
